ROGs, ROLs, & FIRST SEMESTER SEMINAR  
Every student is part of a Registration & Orientation Group (ROG) with other new students. You will 
meet with your ROG throughout Wildcat Welcome Weekend, and on Monday nights this fall to 
complete First Semester Seminar Lab (IDST 007L / IDST 009L). 
   
First Semester Seminar is comprised of two parts: meetings with a faculty advisor throughout the 
semester (IDST 007, or IDST 009 for transfer students); and a Monday night lab with peers in your 
ROG that is facilitated by your ROL (IDST 007L or IDST 009L). 
 
GROUP & INDIVIDUAL ADVISING   
Incoming students are paired with a peer advisor (Registration & Orientation Leader) and a faculty 
advisor (IDST 007L/009L). First generation students will have an additional peer and faculty mentor. 
Advising meetings help build the advisor-advisee relationship and cover important topics related to 
academic success at Linfield.

Dillin Dining Hall- Offering multiple meals a day with allergy friendly and vegan/vegetarian options, 
students on a meal plan will find delicious and well-balanced meals.
